(now Ed gard), St. Bernar d Ch urc h at New Ga l ve z 
(S t. Be r nard Civil Parish), and the Roy a l Mi li­
t a ry Ho s p ital i n New Orl e a ns betwee n Ja nuary 1, 
1791, a nd De cember 31, 17 9 5 . 

This vol ume is i ntend e d to ass i s t th ose who 
see k info r ma t ion fr om the arch i ves of the Ar ch­
dioc e se of New Or leans conce r n i ng t he i r ances­
tors.

Format and Content 

The format a nd content of t his vol ume are 
s h a p ed by i t s purpose. Thi s bo o k is a n index to 
sacred acts - b a p tisms, ma rr i a ges , a nd f une ra ls ­
t ha t were recorded at New Or l e a n s, th e uppe r 
Germa n Coast, and St. Be rna r d f o r sacramenta l 
pu r po ses. 
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Only those records with a decipherable surname 
are included. In some cases, the surnames are 
lost; in others, no surname was recorded. In ad­
dition, other entries where no surname is given 
are also excluded from this i ndex: slaves; free 
persons of color; unnamed children; or a nonymous 
adults who were buried in New Orleans, the German 
Coast, or St. Bernard. 

The 2,950 entries in this index under 1,739 
main surnames include baptisms, mar riages, and 
funerals registered between January 1, 1791, and 
December 31, 1795, in sixteen sets of original 
records.

1796. 
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The above coding system was necessitated by the 
use of a c omputer to index and edit re co r d s. To 
avoid con f us ion with older volume numbe r s (e.g., 
St. Louis Cathedral Baptisma l Books III, 3 a nd 
3a), those requesting ce rtif icate s from St. Lou is 
Cathedral registers should indica te bo th the 
volume number and the dates (e.g. St. Louis 
Cathedral Baptismal Book 11, 1786-1796). 

One s ac r amental register is not included in 
this index: Libro primero de confirmaciones de 
esta parroquia de San Luis de la Nueva Orleans: 
contener folios y de principio al folio 1, con­
signe hasta que [?] Dios Nuesto Senor •.. ea ser­
vido •.. confirmaciones. A translation of this b o ok 
of confirmations from 1789 to June 27, 1 8 41, wa s 
publi s hed in 1967 by the Genealogica l Resea rch 
Society of New Orleans. At the time, sections of 
the volume was already badly dete r iorated ; fur­
ther de t erioration presently p recludes a n ew , 
more scholarly translation. 

Significant gaps in the Catholic sacramen tal 
records for this period continue. All the s ac r a ­
mental records from S t . Charles Parish on the 
German Coast for these years ar e lost . The early 
St. Ber na rd, New Ga lvez , baptismal (1787-18 01) 
and marriage (1787-1821) reg iste rs a re al so l os t. 
The records of St. Bernard Chur c h in Galvestown 
now housed at the archdioc e s a n ar ch ives cont a in 
no entries fo r this period. The St. Louis 
Cathedral records for this period are complete 
for the first time. 

Each entry in this index includes the following 
info r mation when it fo rms p ar t of th e or iginal 
record: the person's name; date of ceremony; 
place of ceremony (wh en dif fer ent from chur c h 
where ceremony was recorded); type of cer emony 
(baptism, marriage, funeral); date of bir th ; 
occupation; age; parents' and grandparents' 
names; noble titles; and marginal note s concern­
ing status and date of de a t h . The c i ty, region, 
and when mentioned, local Cathol i c parish of 
birth and residence, are a lso li s t ed . Occa s iona l­
ly, the 19th-century cathe dral c le rgy noted the 
death, marriage, or later surname of a long-time 
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parishioner next to the original baptismal entry. 
Such informati on is included, o fte n as a "mar ­
ginal note." When a particu l a r de tail is no t 
found in an entry, this signifi e s that it wa s 
omitted in the original record [ 0 ] or is present­
ly lost or illegible [*]. Seve r a l sacramenta l 
acts fr om earlier years were recorded during th is 
period and are found in this index . The 1773 
marriage of Estevan QUINONES a nd Maria DURIEUX 
was recorded by Fr. Antonio de Sedel1a in 1795. 

The most important change in sacrame n t al 
entries for this period is the Spanish cle rgy's 
policy of listing grandparents of a newly-bap­
tized inf a nt or c hi ld, often including de ta ils 
concernin g their status, place of bi rth, or cur ­
rent residence. A single 1791-1 795 en try can open 
the door to the birthplaces of all four grand­
parents. 

This volume continues the editori a l policies of 
e a rlier volumes concerning confident i ality; re­
cord accuracy; cross-referencing, sur name var ia­
tions; preferred spelling; division of marri ag e 
entries between husbands and wives; city and t own 
spellings; the use o f noble, military, and 
government titles; misspellings, omissions, a nd 
historical inaccuracies; page deterioration; and 
i nterchangeable and indistinguishable letters.
